Hull

Footings



Hull

ÅWater tight structure providing buoyancy and 
supports leg weight when afloat   

ÅPlatform to mount the:

1. Drilling equipment and associated systems
2. Bulk Storage (fuel & drilling supplies)
3. Helideck
4. Accommodation
5. Engine Room 
6. Jacking System



Hull Design 

Cantilever

ÅExtended out from the hull over 
small platforms

ÅCan perform drilling over pre-
existing platforms

Slot

ÅTypically twinned with a mat-
support

ÅPosition over existing wells.

ÅCan be moved over the slot to 
drill different wells without 
moving the jackupitself
